Captain Eddie Rivero’s career with the Sheriff’s Department
began in 1990 when he attended the Department’s Training
Academy. After graduating as a Deputy Sheriff, he was as-
signed to Men’s Central Jail, Carson Station, and the Training
Bureau, Advanced Officer Training Unit.

In April 2011, Captain Rivero was appointed as the Unit Commander of Carson Station until he was
promoted to Captain in April 2012, and served as the Captain of Carson Station

In June 2014, Captain Rivero was assigned to Operation Safe Streets Bureau.
