
Los Angeles County Sheriff's Homicide detectives are continuing their investigation into the

shooting death of two male adults that occurred at approximately 4:48 PM, Monday, May 5, 2014,

in the 17600 Block of South Santa Fe Avenue, Rancho Dominguez.

 

 

Detectives have learned that the victims, who were in one vehicle, and the suspect(s), who were in

a separate vehicle, were both travelling southbound on Santa Fe Avenue. The suspect(s) opened

fire at the victims, causing the victims' vehicle to collide into two other moving vehicles in the

roadway.

 

 

One victim was pronounced dead at the scene. The second victim was transported to a local

hospital where he was pronounced dead.

 

 

There is no suspect(s) information at this time.

 

 

The crime appears to be gang-related.
