
 
PRE-ACADEMY TRAINING CLASSES 

 
The Recruit Training Unit offers pre-academy training classes designed to enhance the successful completion of the Los 
Angeles County Sheriff's full time POST Basic Training Academy.  The pre-academy classes will include physical training 
programs as well as an academic orientation.  Participants must have applied for Deputy Sheriff Trainee position with no 
disqualifications in any step of the application process.  Participation is voluntary and is not a requirement for the 
selection of Deputy Sheriff Trainee, nor is participation in the program a guarantee of future employment as a Deputy 
Sheriff Trainee. 
 
Participants who are current Sheriff's Department employees must have their unit commander's approval to participate.  
Sheriff's Department employees must understand that no compensation for participating in the pre-academy program 
will be granted.
